coordinators to propose to Trade Policy and Strategy Office, Ministry of Commerce.

The objectives of this project are: (1) to explore the trend of changes in the new world
order in various dimensions such as trade, investment, politics, security, international relations,
and technologies that might affect the global trade system in various scenarios which may
arise; (2) to develop a policy brief in finding the standpoint and course of action for Thailand
to cope with future trade system as well as utilize it in such a way that Thailand should gain
optimal benefits while reducing negative effects to the least possible, and; (3) to inform
government sector as well as private and academic sectors of the trend of changes in various
dimensions such as trade, investment, politics, security, international relations, and
technologies in the present and future world that might affect the trade system, including the
course of action to take in dealing with self-adjustment and deployment of strategies from

Thailand’s future trade opportunities.

The research approach can be summed up as displayed in Chart 1. Beginning from
identifying Thailand’s original sins before entering the changing new world order, including
those that lie in economic, social and institutional dimensions, the project proceeded further
into brainstorming, in-depth interviews and discourses with experts from various field in order

to predicate the pattern of the new world order that Thailand may have to encounter.

The Research Team has defined the term ‘new world order’ as a significant period of
history in which dramatic changes occur to political thought, balance of power, and idealism
in global governance. Such changes may have arisen from problems that are beyond a nation

state’s capability to manage or solve on its own. In this report, the studies have been focused
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on the impacts and their significance on the changing economic system, as well as positioning

of Thailand’s standpoint under this transforming new world order.

In this research project, the Research Team has divided the analysis of the changing
new world order into two dimensions: Area Based Analysis and Issue Based Analysis. The Area
Based Analysis came from multidisciplinary studies in the framework of Geo-Political Economy.
In order to report the current situation and forecast the scenarios that will occur in many
regions, the areas or regions defined as significant or influential for Thailand are the United
States of America (the US), the People’s Republic of China, the European Union (and Russia),
East Asia (particularly Japan and South Korea), India and South Asia, the Middle East and the
Muslim World, the Malay World, and ASEAN.

As for the Issue Based Analysis, the Research Team has analysed important issues
through analytical framework developed from PEST Analysis. Factors which might lead to
changes in the new world order and therefore brought into analysis are, for instance, disruptive
technologies, the COVID-19 pandemic, US-China trade war, international economy integration,
environment and climate change, ageing societies in Thailand and neighboring countries,
global uncertainty, roles of regulator/international institutions, international investment, the
New Normal, new economies (e.g. Platform Economy and Sharing Economy) and issues of

law, regulations, order and rules.

The next step is to analyze the consequence from the aforementioned factors through

these four main points of view:

1) Politics, security and international relations
2) International economics, trade and investment
3) Sustainable development and environment issues

4) Society and culture.
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Chart 1: Research Approach
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In this, the Research Team opted to employ the method of Socratic Questioning, which
means the method of questioning employed in search of ideas in many directions for various
purposes. This method includes exploring of complex thoughts to find the truth in various
issues, to open for ideas and problems, to reveal hypotheses, to analyze concepts, to separate
the known from the unknown and to follow up logically with application of ideas. The key in
differentiating Socratic questions is that they are essentially systematic, distinctive in approach,

deep, and generally aimed at basic concepts, principles, theories, issues and problems directly.

From the concepts of Applied PEST Analysis and Socratic Questioning, the Research
Team has constructed a matrix in analysis by defining questions to use in in-depth interviews,
brainstorming and discussions to form various scenarios of the new world order after the year
2020, and impacts on the world and Thailand in various dimensions. How should Thailand
define her targets? With whom should Thailand promote alliance? What are the obstacles and
how should Thailand undertake policies to correct weak points and build up strength in order
to maximize her benefits from the new world order, both in short term (1-2 years) and medium

term (3-5 years)? Important issues that will be elaborated in this report include:

1) disruptive technology & COVID-19
2) international trade
3) sustainable development

4) environment and climate change.

After being able to identify the pattern of changes in the new world order that will
affect Thailand both in Area Based Analysis and Issue Based Analysis, the Research Team shall
prognosticate the situation and consequence that will arise in cases where Thailand does
business as usual with no changes or reformation whatsoever to cope with the changing world
order. This is to point out the worst-case scenario of what will happen to Thailand if she is to

enter the new world order with all original sins.

Next is the decision on how Thailand should define her targets should she want to
evade this worst-case scenario. In this, the Research Team has focused on determining
pragmatic targets under Thailand’s conditions and limitations in the new world order, as well

as the conditions of original sins.
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The Research Team believes that Thailand’s short-term target (1-2 years) should be
defined by the term ‘survival’ with Thai economy still moving forward in a self-sufficient level
and just enough to survive the impact of COVID-19. The medium term (3-5 years) target should
be ‘sustainable’ with Thailand being able to maintain the level of development at the top of

the Upper-Middle Income Country Group and advance further in a sustainable fashion.

Henceforth, we should determine Thailand’s standpoint in those scenarios, as well as

policy suggestions and adjustment Thailand needs to make.

Original Sins

Thailand’s original sins are influential upon the potential of Thailand’s adjustment in
the new world order. They also have negative effects from the more dramatic changes. We

have sourced them into three categories as follows:

4) Economic Original Sins: structure of production which is outdated, clustered, and depends
too much on certain sectors; lack of technologies; monopoly by market owners; lack of
energy; no free trade agreements; hindrance in keeping pace with fast-changing
technologies

5) Social Original Sins: aged society; inequality in distribution of income; education system
producing labors which do not meet the demand; household debts

6) Institutional Original Sins; laws and rules which are outdated; enforcement of law by

personal discretion; corruptions

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The Scenario in which Thailand Has No Changes and No Reforms (Worst Case Scenario)

In explaining the scenario that will occur in cases where Thailand shall have no changes
and no reforms, the Research Team will present the report in four parts: (1) The New World
Order That Will Take Place and Affect Thailand, (2) Thailand’s Changing International Relations,
Trade and Investment, 3) Impacts on Thai Economy, and 4) Impacts on the Thai Society. The

details are as follows (see Chart 2):

1) The New World Order That Will Take Place and Affect Thailand

The unipolarity of the US is declining. Its capability and influence in setting the world
order as well as rules, regulations and standards have significantly reduced. If the US shall
insist to adopt radical nationalist policies, respond to impacts with violence and undertake
the policies without caring for others, e.g. disregarding effects on environment and climate
change, trade wars, decoupling and reshoring, the US shall lose its status as the lone

superpower in the medium term (3-5 years).

Meanwhile, China, albeit the continuous development in economy, particularly in the
post 1990s, is not quite ready to replace the US in the position of the world’s greatest power
in short term (1-2 years). However, China’s advancement in technology combining with the
megaproject of Belt and Road Initiative: BRI will be an important factor that increases China’s

potential in emerging as a great power in the medium term (3-5 years).

Old powers such as EU and Russia, in spite of their large economic scale and their roles
in international trade and investment as well as innovations, are not in the state of becoming

the sole power in setting up the world order either.

East Asia particularly Japan and South Korea is still the main driving force for global
economy. As both countries own technologies, capital and the ability to export their soft
power in sociocultural dimension, both Japan and South Korea continue to have potential in

controlling regional value chain.
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Meanwhile, large countries both in term of economic size and demography such as
India and South Asian countries are still under the process of nation-building, economic

reformation and uplifting the life quality of their own people.

The roles of the Middle East and the Muslim World will improve. At the same time,
their attempt to change the economic structure, which had initially been relying on only a
few types of natural resources, makes the region more dependent on technologies and
regional and global value chains. They depend specifically on the Malay World as the gateway

to connect the Muslim World to countries with high economic potential.

Therefore, in the short term (1-2 years), the state of power vacuum in setting the world
order will still arise. The world with multi-polarity will fall into the state defined by Amitav
Acharya as ‘Multiplex World’ i.e. a world with multiple complexity [multiple + complexity =

multiplex].

A Multiplex World is a world with no hegemon. The diversity in politics, security,
economy, society and culture will become even more diverse, but at the same time, these
dimensions will bind every country and every sector together even more profoundly. The
main players who will both construct and destroy the world order will not be the government
sector of any superpower anymore; instead, this will be the roles of regional organizations and
cooperation. Non-government players are, for instance, large multinational corporations and

other networks that connect interest groups together.

In such situation, even though ASEAN is still one of the regional integrations that are
moving forward with stability, every member country still faces continuous recession in
economic growth because of COVID-19. International trade, especially the one on the
borderlines of ASEAN countries with borders connected to each other as well as to China,
India and South Asia, all of which are large markets, should be the most important markets

and resources.

From Chart 2 starting from the upper right corner, the change in environment of
manufacturing sector that occurs in the global level and affects every economic system is the
4™ Industrial Revolution: Cyber-Physical System. This implies the technologies that will

connect the intangible cyber world to the tangible physical world, with Artificial Intelligence
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(Al) as the essence. It is recognized as a disruptive technology with fast-pace advancement

and drastic effects on the economic system.

The main factors that are vital to the development of Al are the availability of big data,
supercomputers with high level of performance, and the most effective instruction sets that
will enable the computer to learn and analyze the data efficiently and logically. The country
that is most ready to develop these factors as well as itself towards being a new global power

is the People’s Republic of China.

This has made the US lose its control over the world order as it used to monopolize
during the 1990-2000s. It has also reveal the face of the US leader President Donald Trump
as the one who promotes the form of Nationalism that sees itself superior to others, as well
as Xenophobia and Radicalism. This has led to Protectionism trade policies, and further to the
trade war, which has begun since the second half of the year 2018 and continued up until

the present year (2020).

2) Thailand’s Changing International Relations, Trade and Investment

Although international trade and investment is still regressing, but becoming a part of
Global Value Chains (GVCs) and/or Regional Value Chains (RVCs) is still an important mechanic
in creating employment, short-term growth (1-2 years), and medium-term growth (3-5 years).
Free trade agreements will be an important mechanic to make all the countries a part of GVCs
and/or RVCs with the handicap of privileges in trade and investment. Trade negotiations under
RCEP with ASEAN as the center, and under CPTPP with some ASEAN countries as members
shall become important trade areas. They will decide the directions, rules, regulations, and
standards in international trade and investment, both in RVCs and in connecting Asia’s value

chain to that of America’s, after having been separated by the US policy of Decoupling.

In the medium term (3-5 years), Thailand and ASEAN are still facing risks from the
power vacuum in which the US has lost its capability to set the world order. China, however,
is still unable to emerge as a leading superpower. Therefore, the attempt by the old powers
to contain Chinese influence and China’s attempt to spread the power must inevitably affect
the direction and guidelines of foreign policies in ASEAN, which is situated in the very center

point of the conflict.
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Regarding sustainable development, environment and climate change, the Sustainable
Development Goals 2030 will become another form of world order that shape the pattern
and orientation of international economic relations so that the impacts on society and
environment must be taken more into consideration. Every country in the world will face the
effects both in short term (1-2 years) and medium term (3-5 years). Meanwhile, the issues of
climate change, especially sea waste management and prevention of air pollution in particular
small dust particles (PM10, PM2.5), will be urgent issues that need be tackled in the shot term
(1-2 years).

All the issues mentioned above will affect every country in the ways that have changed
from what every region had been accustomed to. This is due to disruptive technologies that
cause changes in politics, security, international relations, economy, international trade and
investment, environmental issues and sociocultural issues. Any country with the ability to
keep up with the fourth industrial revolution of Cyber-Physical System with Al as the core to
connect every physical object in the form of Internet of Things (IOTs) will be the country to

have leading roles and negotiations power in the New World Order.

Whereas disruptive technologies are the main factors for the changes in world order,
the COVID-19 pandemic, which cause negatives effects to every country in every way, will be

the factor to cause the change into the New World Order in an accelerated rate.

This leads us to the upper left box in Chart 2: the US-China Trade War, where both
China and the US increase customs duty and implement Non-Tariff Measures (NTMs) on each
other. The US will use Reshoring Policy to draw the investment capital back to the continent,
and will finally lead to global decoupling. GVCs will split into two RVCs, one of Asia’s and the

other America’s. The concept of Anti-Globalization will be apparent.

In terms of security, creating alliances in containing China’s spreading of economic

power through Indo-Pacific Strategy is still ongoing in an even more forceful way.

The inclination that security issues and economic issues will meet and turn into a
technological war is happening. Some examples the case of Huawei smartphone’s accessibility

to Google, announcement by the US and its allies to ban the 5G technology of Huawei and
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ZTE, the Chinese companies accused of lacking cyber security, and the recent ban of certain

Chinese applications by the US.

Such actions of protectionism have direct and indirect effects on the slowdown of

global trade and investment.

3) Impacts on Thai Economy

If Thailand is unable to resolve these original sins, troubles will follow in the new world
order, considering the value of GDP (Y) calculated from the sum of domestic consumption
(Q), investment (), government spending (G) and net exports (X-M) or from macroeconomic
equation of Y = C + | + G + (X-M) together with economic stimulus i.e. monetary policy and

fiscal policy.

Once international trade slows down, Thailand’s economy, which relies mainly on
exports, also faces a slowdown (X-M is the main mechanic to run Thai economy, as opposed
to C, I and G). As we can see, Thai economic forecast at the beginning of 2018 predicted the
growth of 5% or more. Once the trade war broke out, export balance of the third and fourth
quarter of 2014 became negative, resulting in a mere 4.2% economic growth. The effect carried
on to the first quarter of 2019, with only 2.4% growth. In the year 2020, economic growth rate
will be minus, all due to the factor of COVID-19 pandemic.

Once international trade slows down, exports stop, and productions decline. The
COVID-19 pandemic has made international traveling for trade negotiations and investments
virtually impossible. This results in regression in both international and domestic investments.
That is to say, the second mechanic in driving forward the economy, the investment (), has

stopped working.

Unable to export, Thai manufacturers will reduce their productions. At the first phase,
the measure often taken by most business owners, as it does not requires reporting to the
Ministry of Labour or Social Security Office, is cutting down of OT. Most certainly, this has a
severe impact on Thai workers, as most workers spend their full-time wages in their everyday
life and send their OT wages to their home in the country. This means less money will rotate

to the rural sector. There will be lack of liquidity, which affects grass-roots economy.
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After the cut-down of OT, if the cost does not reduce and the income does not exceed
the cost, the next step the factory owners take will be extension of holidays. For example, if
there is a one-day compensation holiday, the factory will be close successively for three days
instead. Daily employees, of course, will lose the income on those days. This is the second

wave that will affect the grass roots.

Finally, with the OT cut down and the holidays extended, if the factory still faces
problems, the final step will be to lay off the employees. This has a direct impact on
consumption. Even though the employees get compensation, opportunities of re-
employment are scarce in this state of economic slowdown, both in domestic and

international markets.

All the above-mentioned have made domestic consumption (C), another mechanic to
run the economy, stop as well. This has left Thailand with only one tool to drive forth the
economy: the government spending (G). The government has launched COVID-19 relief
measures (Economic Stimulus Packages) to alleviate both direct and indirect effects on Thai
economy. The measures came out in three phases, on 10 and 24 March, and 7 April 2020,
with the total spending of over 2.4 trillion baht. The implementations of such measures help
relieve some of the impacts on economy. This can be seen from the second quarter of 2020,
in which the domestic consumptions, investments, exports and imports have reduced at the
rate of -6.6, -8.0, -28.3 and -23.3% respectively, but the government spending has increased
at the rate of 1.4%. The increase in driving force from this tool, still, could not create economic
growth. This is apparent in the figure indicating economic growth in the second quarter of
2020, in which there is a decrease at the rate of -12.2%. At the same time, as the budget used
for economic stimulus is partially from public debt, it has brought about the concern whether
Thailand is approaching the public debt ceiling of 60% of GDP and reaching the limitations in

using fiscal policy to stimulate economic growth.

If we consider the above-mentioned factors together with Thailand’s original sins prior
to the change in world order, i.e. the change in demographic structure from being an ageing
society to an aged society, which means the working age population of the country will reduce

dramatically, we are certainly facing the shortage of low-wage workers. The problem is that
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our manufacturers are still incapable of adjusting their production structure in order to reduce

the necessity to employ unskilled workers.

At the same time, the ever-expanding Thai economy after the 1997 Asian Financial
Crisis has uplifted most Thai people’s life standard and education. As a result, Thai workers
who have had higher education choose to avoid certain forms of work. Hence, the
manufacturers prefer to employ alien workers. The aged society is the catalyst for Thailand,
which had initially been dependent on alien workers in manufacturing sector and economic
system, to import more workers in the future, causing the money to flow out of Thai economic

system continuously.

According to Foreign Workers Administration Office, Department of Employment, as of
April 2019, Thailand has 2,950,684 alien workers. These workers work and send money to their
home countries every month. Suppose that every alien worker sends money to his/her own
country at 1,500 baht every month, it can be implied that money flows out of the country at

5.93 million baht per month.

However, in reality, as another original sin of the country lies in corruption, the total
number of alien workers in Thailand is certainly larger than officially reported, and the money
they send home is certainly more than 1,500 baht per month. Suppose that 5 million alien
workers are sending home 2,000 baht per month per capita, the sum of money flowing out of
Thailand’s economy each month will be 10 billion baht. This can be implied further of a
dramatic cash flow out of the system every month, with over 100 billion baht decrease in

annual liquidity.

Regarding the issue of liquidity outflows, as consumer behaviors have changed due to
advancement in technologies, many customers at present make their purchase via the
internet, through online platforms providing products and services, in particular Lazada,
Shopee, AliExpress, Amazon, Ebay, Agoda, Expedia, and Traveloka. Almost every platform
belongs to foreign service providers, and the products and services are purchased from abroad
using online payment system to pay to foreign accounts. All of these are causing bigger cash

outflows out of the system. These factors lead to limitations in adopting monetary policy as
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economic stimulus. Once Thailand is at risk of reaching her limit in adopting fiscal policy too,

the stimulation of Thai economy might come to a dead end in macroeconomic policy traps.

4) Impacts on the Thai Society

Trade war, polarization in global production chains, and chronic economic slump are
the cause of recession or slowdown in Thai economy. This has significantly reduced the
opportunity of employment for the labors, as alien labors and robots replace them in many
tasks. Meanwhile, in an aged society, people have longer life span but lack financial literacy.
Unemployment and lack of income due to old age, therefore, will make it necessary for
Thailand to have a decent social welfare system. On the other hand, corruptions and
inefficient, sometimes even unfair, law enforcement is an important reason for the failure of

Thai social welfare system in responding to the increasing needs.

That, however, is not of as much importance as how Thailand’s taxation system is not
that of a welfare state. The current tax structure still causes inequity among the people. The
system is redundant and does not enable the state to provide its people with an adequate
and efficient welfare system. Meanwhile, the low efficiency in taxation from a tax base that is
not comprehensive for all people, together with tax evasion and avoidance, adds to the

obstacles above-mentioned.

Once the state fails to provide a welfare system that responds to people’s needs,
socio-economic vacuum will arise. At this point, Evil Capitalism and corruptions inherent to
the Thai society will give birth to the ‘Mafia’ phenomenon. That is to say, the mafias will step
in to be providers of these services (Briquet and Favarel-Garrigues, 2010; Wolf, 2012; Centre
for European Studies, Chulalongkorn University, 2018) in order to utilize those who depend
on them as human shields against government suppression. These mafias continue to feed
on this Evil Capitalism, while criminal firms, extremists, and cybercrimes for money laundering
and mafia administration continue to exist in vicious cycles, the catalyst of which are

accumulating household debts that make Thai households unable to escape them.

Having considered all the issues above together with the inequality in income
distribution, it can be implied that the poor, which are the majority of the country and are

initially prone to household debts will become the most affected group.
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At the same time, the worsening problems of environment and climate change effects

every human being regardless of their economic and social status.

This means that if Thailand shall have no reforms, no changes, and no implementation
of policies that will reduce the effects of the changing world order, Thailand will be extremely
at risk of the most severe problem of all: the life quality that becomes lower to the extent

that Thai people do not have human security anymore.

Policy Brief

To avoid such problems and move forward to the short-term (1-2 years) goals of
‘survival’ and medium term goals (3-5 years) of ‘sustainability’, the Research Team shall

propose a policy brief in two dimensions: geopolitics and economic.

To achieve these goals, the Research Team has diagnosed that Thailand still has 19

pain points that need to be resolved, categorized into nine groups as follows:

Challenge Group 1: International Trade

1) Inability to export due to the baulk in global supply chain
2) Inability to export due to short-term supply decrease
3) Inability to export due to lack of competency in products and services

4) Inability to export due to changes in technology of production

Challenge Group 2: Domestic Consumption

5) Reduce in consumption due to lack of confidence

6) Reduce in consumption due to unemployment

Challenge Group 3: Investment

7) Reduce in domestic investment due to slowdown in economic activities

8) Reduce in FDI due to lack of competency
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Challenge Group 4: COVID-19

9) COVID-19 causing foreign workers to move back to their countries of origin, leading to
labor shortage
10) COVID-19 causing Thai workers to move back to their home, leading to decrease in

liquidity

Challenge Group 5: Limitations in Implementation of Macroeconomic Policies

11) Dependence on fiscal policies in driving forward economy in the short term

12) Public Debt Ceiling

Challenge Group 6: Social Adjustment

13) The cost in adjusting with the New Social Norms being too high and therefore affecting

the society

Challenge Group 7: Adjustment into Digital World

14) Inability to use online distribution channels efficiently

15) Liquidity flowing out of the system due to the change in behaviors of online consumers

Challenge Group 8: Adjustment of Manufacturers and Manufacturing Structures

16) Manufacturers lacking true understandings of what the consumers really need

17) Changes in economic structure making the manufacturing sectors fall behind

Challenge Group 9: Thailand’s Status in International Relations

18) Thailand is pressured to take side on the international stage.
19) Thailand underestimates herself on the international stage, especially to the

superpowers.
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Policy Suggestions in Geopolitics

Maintain Thailand’s position of ‘We Seek No Enmity’.

Maintain the balance of power as a response to the more intense pressure by the
superpower, without letting any party coerce Thailand to undertake a policy that
contradicts with the regulations of international community and collides with
Thailand’s interests. Examples are the case of Thai canal, conflicts in other regions,

and use of regional and sub-regional stages like BIMSTEC and APEC.

Thailand must prioritize ASEAN and play leading role in this cooperation in order to
strengthen Thailand’s negotiation power on the international stage. With the ASEAN
way and ASEAN core as the main principle in driving the process of regionalization, the
most important tool is Thai soft power through people-to-people connectivity, such
as providing aid on education, public utilities and basic structures.

Amidst the crisis of conflicts between superpowers, Thailand can be an important
choice for many countries in trade and investment, such as the case of China-US-India

Trade War, and Japan-Korea conflict.

Thailand must look for new opportunities in other regions especially South Asia, Middle

East, the Muslim World and the Malay World.

Policy Suggestions in Economics

Emphasize on the policy that create employments as a relief to the effect of COVID-
19 and sudden changes in technologies.

Place the position of Thailand in the regional level in order to look for opportunities
in trade and investment amidst the conflicts between superpowers.

Thailand must step forward with the policy of sustainable development in every
dimension, including economic, politics, security, and socio-culture, taking into
consideration the sustainable development targets, Sufficiency Economy Philosophy
and BCG Economy (Bio-, Circular-, Green- Economy).

Build handicaps in trade and attract investments through trade agreements in regional,
sub-regional and bilateral levels. These must be comprehensive and high standard

trading arrangement.
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Build trade facilities in every dimension, both in physical connectivity such as basic

infrastructure, and in institution connectivity such as rules, orders, and regulations.

® | ook for ‘new’ distribution channels either in geographical dimension such as new
countries or new cities and in demographical dimension such as new target groups, as
well as new channels such as Platform Economy.

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In addition to the resolutions of these 19 pain points grouped into 9 sets of challenges,
the Research Team has included some suggestions for private sectors and stakeholders to
consider, in order to encourage and improve the efficiency in production and running of these
four main industries: Agro-Industry, Tourism and Wellness Industry, Creative Industry and High-
Technology-Industry in order to achieve the goal of survival and sustainability in both sort
term and medium term. The suggestions for the government and private sectors for these

four industries can be summarized as in Table 3:

The four levels of agriculture are (1) Sufficient
Agriculture, minor in scale, (2) Commercial Agriculture, (3)
Industrial Agriculture, and (4) Export Agriculture. The four types of
agriculture are (1) Food Agriculture, (2) Energy Agriculture, (3)
Tourism Agriculture, and (4) Health Agriculture. This requires
knowledge, technologies, and wisdom, and driven with integration
of government, private, academic and people sectors, complete

with reskilling and upskilling of human resources.

® Agriculture 4.0 Policy (‘Greenovation’): Set up Agritech &

Innovation Center (AIC) in all 77 provinces. Reform the Ministry of
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Agriculture into the Ministry of Technology. Establish a National
Agriculture Big Data Center (NABC).

Marketing over Production Policy: from offline to online platforms,
both in and outside the country, from Supply Side Approach to
Demand Side Approach.

Encourage the agricultural logistics policy of ‘Zero Kilometer’:

where to produce is where to sell.
Laws on agricultural business and trade needs reformation.

Create ‘Intelligent Agriculture’ i.e. the use of knowledge on
technologies and data to assist agriculturists” plan of production,

distribution and utilization.

Tourism and

Wellness Industry

Focus on high standards and building of experiential tourism.

Upgrade and improve the service industries suitable for the
changes in the New Normal. The supporting factors that should
improve tourism business next year are good image in healthcare,
recovery of beautiful natural ecosystem, and image of Thailand

as a destination sought after by tourists.

The success in market recovery lies in the success of making every
group of Thai locals travel with confidence, which will send the
signal to other countries. As for the case of foreign tourists, there
needs to be careful selection of healthy tourists. Medical
certificate might be a requirement, and every group of tourist
must make prior reservations in every kind of trips. Nevertheless,
opening for foreign tourist visit must be accepted by the locals in
order to reduce conflicts that might follow, and in the first phase,

the areas available to new tourists from abroad might be limited.
Another opportunity for tourism is accepting long-term tourists,
especially seniors with high purchase power who want to avoid

the pandemic in their own area and settle in Thailand. In this case,

there must be strict quarantine in compliance with international
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standard. Such long-term stays will lead to employment and

utilization of hotels with excessive supply.

® f[ach area can receive unequal number of tourists. This effects
tourists that need to cross from area to area and their travel plans.
The traveling will be reciprocations between areas and will be a
starting point for safe travels in different areas. This is a buildup
of confidence from a small point to a larger expansion. The
administration in terms of natural and communal space from the
ability to designate the number of tourists in each area can be an
opportunity to create balance in economics and environment.
Upgrades in service quality, especially in hygiene, and forms of
activity have changed under the concept of social distancing.
Therefore, the emphasis lies in creating local incomes.

® ‘From Illness to Wellness’ healthcare and preventive healthcare
are much in need. From the situation of COVID-19, we found out
that patients with high risk or affected the most are those with
physical complex or congenital diseases. Proactive or preventive
healthcare is therefore very important, as well as measures to
increase life expectancy such as genetic tests to predict possible

diseases.

® |ntroduce Al and robotic system. Develop an accurate medical
system for particular treatments. Develop laboratories with even

more accurate diagnoses.

® Develop a cooperation between hotels and hospitals to create
Wellness Retreats, with services like hostels and resorts for

relaxation combined with healthcare.

® Promote healthcare from prevention to rehabilitation.

® Factors of success in Post COVID-19 Medical Tourism lie in the
domestic cooperation of related organizations, public and private
hospitals, and medical schools to improve the potential of

medical personnel and hospitals. The cooperation shall include
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the pass-on of knowledge and exchange of expertise, and
multilateral collaboration among different hospitals to open

specialized treatment facilities.

Wellness Resort is another choice. It opens to the experience of
new type of resorts that combines traditional and modemn
medicines, as well as anti-ageing medicine and preventive
medicine. The retreat programs can rely on these two elements:
scientific suggestions and personalization with the lifestyle of
service users, as of how they should look after their health
without having to change too much from the life styles they had
been accustomed to. This might help expand the business of

medical tourism in Thailand.

Creative Industry

Encourage engagement in supply chain especially in two target
industry groups: Media and Functional Creation, which are in the
group of Creative, Culture & High Value Services. They will be new
engines of growth on the global stage. Even though Thailand’s
functional creation and media industries are not well-known, they
are accepted in these three issues:

O First, Thais being skilled in designing and their works being
recognized globally,

O Second, Thailand being a source to export personnel or
outsource in the careers of animation and computer
graphics, and

O Third, some Thai individuals being accepted
internationally.

It is important for Thailand to learn the strategy of ‘Branding
Thailand” and turn her own soft power resources into
opportunities and power. There are two more co-factors:

collaboration and innovation.
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High-Technology-
Industry

® Development in high-technology industry definitely requires the

most important concept of innovation. This can only be achieved
through these three factors: continuous budget arrangement,
wide-open technologies, and country’s leadership in every sector
in driving forward the policy.

The combination of Bio Economy, Circular Economy and Green
Economy is called BCG Economy Model. It brings together the
resources that are Thailand’s ‘strength’- the cultural and
biological diversity- to ‘extend’ and ‘upsgrade’ into strategies.
Those resources can be divided into four groups: agriculture and
food; health and medical care; energy, materials and

biochemistry; and creative tourism and economy.
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
